Hi Wendy
I was talking to a guy from Centelink today and he advised 
me that:
If any person with a pension card who is travelling interstate, 
needs an Ambulance and is not covered by private health 
insurance or the South Australian ambulance subscription 
scheme. They could be liable for the whole amount of the 
account. He told me that some people are in the belief that 
the national pension card will get them free ambulance 
transport anywhere in Australia. That is not always the case 
and interstate services do NOT have to accept a pension card. 
He quoted one elderly pensioner lady that recently required an 
ambulance in Victoria and ended up with a $900.00 bill and 
Centelink could do nothing to help her.
 
With the annual AGM coming up and there will be many 
members who are on pensions and will be travelling to 
Queensland. It may be timely to put something in the Odyssey 
warning them that they need to be in either private health 
insurance or the SA ambulance scheme to ensure they are 
covered in the event of an accident. Imagine coming off the 
bike miles from anywhere and being airlifted out by rescue 
helicopter. A nasty shock might await them when the account 
comes in.

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Sunday Round-up - photos by Peter - text by Andrew
3rd Feb Day Ride to Angaston
A nice size group of around 28 gathered at Civic Park before 
setting off up Anstey Hill, Paracombe, Chain of Ponds to 
Gumeracha where we turned to Forreston and then Birdwood. 
We then went along Angas Creek Road to Mt Torrens and from 
here it was a lovely ride to Tungkillo, Palmer and on to Lovells 
in Mannum for morning tea. Once suitably filled with savouries 
and sweets, we headed to Curnamont where we crossed the 
Murray and rode on to Walkers Flat. We crossed the Murray 
again here and headed off on the Mt Pleasant Road, through 
Cambrai and Sedan where we turned up Sedan Hill and on to 
Angaston for lunch. The day turned out to be most pleasant; the 
ride was rather enjoyable (but I’m biased) and the company of 
so many others was just fantastic.

10th Feb Day Ride to Goolwa
A group of 28 gathered at a rather busy Maccas at Magill, before 
heading up past the lycra brigade to Norton Summit and on 
through to Uraidla. We then made our way through the Piccadilly 
Valley to Crafers, towards Stirling and on to Sturt Valley Road, 
which we followed, turned at the golf course and went through 
Cherry Gardens on our way to Clarendon and Kangarilla. We 
then made our way to Peters Creek Road, Brookman Road and 
into Meadows for morning tea. We then headed to Paris Creek 
Road, into Strath and back up the Ashbourne Road to Ashbourne, 
then along Bull Creek Road, where we turned to Tooperang and 
Mt Compass. Next, we went on to Cleland Gully Road before 
weaving our way to Finnis, then over the fords, past the Currency 
Creek Winery and onto the Goolwa/Adelaide Road, then along 
Flagstaff Road into Middleton and along the coast to Goolwa 
for lunch. The weather played its part all day supplying cool and 
fine conditions; most folk seemed to have enjoyed themselves 
and we all sat aroundsolving the world’s woes. :-)

24th Feb Warmish ride to Meadows
A small but select group of 8 gathered at Civic Park in rather 
warmish conditions and after some discussion, it was decided 
that we would shorten the ride and head straight for Meadows, 
given the forecast. We made our way up Anstey Hill and on 
to Gorge Road, on through Cuddlee Creek and to Gumeracha 
where we turned towards Lobethal and then on to Charleston. 
Next we went around the back of Woodside to Inverbrackie. We 
then turned and headed through Brakunga to Nairne, then Mt 
Barker Springs and Mt Barker. Next, we headed to Macclesfield 
via Stamps Road and into Strath where it was 38 degrees, then 
Ashbourne and then Meadows for lunch. There was a large gap 
in the ride when we got to Strath, and all the corner marshals 
had to wait quite a while for Tail End Charlie to come along! 
Well seems our Tail End Charlie decided to see how well his 
BMW would slide along the bitumen (not very well), and to see 
how well his skin would stand up to the bitumen (not very well).
